	Jenny has  good control of the class.  There are several students that are on IEP’s and several ADHD students.  Jenny sets clear conduct rules and the students obey them.  The students know that when their pencil is in their hand it is “quiet time” and  that the “change color” behavior plan is in existence. Jenny always speaks to the students in a kind and caring way; but  so that the students know that she is in control.
	You have  good control of the class and make comments to them that show that you care about them.

Others needed individual instructions because it takes them longer to process what they are to do.   Students gave examples of words that ended in “at” which aligned with the objective.

	Many of the students in this particular class are special needs students. Some of these students are out of the room for the instruction, so the teacher needs to give individual help to them upon their return along with the students that are in the room that need extra help. Once the students return, the teacher helps them and brings them up to where they can work on their own.
	I am glad to see that you always work with the students that have returned to the room from being pulled out for extra help, and explain the assignment.

	Lesson was started on time, a review of what they had learned previously to this lesson about the CAT IN THE HAT lesson, using “at” words. Moves on to the lesson, gives examples, and then monitors the students as they do work independently. Once the students are finished they are asked to share what they wrote if they wanted to and then the papers were collected.
	Those that finished ahead of time used the time to write more words on the back of their paper…this was  a good thing for them to do, practicing.

	
	4.5 Implements and manages instruction in ways that facilitate higher order thinking
· Uses tasks and questions that encourage students to compare, analyze, synthesize, evaluate, apply
	Reviews words that could end in “at”, and then asks students to come up with their own words.  Some had no problem in doing this, while a few struggled, but then they were helped and could do more on their own.
	I think this lesson could  have  maybe reviewed the ways to change a letter in the beginning and  but keep the ending, and working on rhyming words.  Do they know about rhyming words?  None of the students mentioned that these words all rhymed.

	Assess effectively, out of 23 students, 12 exceeded the criteria, 7 met the criteria, and 4 were below the criteria.  Those students that did not meet the criteria, will  be put in small groups, and receive extra help, to stay on task and to write the word.
